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Humanities – Audience Credit (Do NOT use this form for the UMS concerts)
Humanities requires 5 hours of audience credit per semester. To earn this credit, you must have a total of 5 hours during which you are in the audience of a live play, concert, reading, dance performance, or in a museum or art gallery. (All humanities teachers have the right to add showings that count, like a specific film.)
The purpose of this requirement is to lead you to primary experiences in the humanities. In the classroom we hear music or read plays. We want you to have a live experience of humanistic and artistic endeavors, thereby to broaden and deepen your appreciation and understanding of the humanities.
There are some requirements and restrictions:
· Films and television programs can count with the permission of Mr. Eldon.  He may even suggest some films that would fulfill hours for this requirement.
· Rock concerts do not count because rock music will not fall within the scope of this  course and because rock concerts are not a new cultural experience for most students.  We’re attempting to widen horizons.But, for the record, we like rock! 
· Visits to historical or art museums do count, but visits to museums of science do not. 
· Being a performer (e.g., an actor in a play or a member of the orchestra) will NOT earn  audience credit. 
· Attendance at university lectures is encouraged, but it does not earn audience credit. 
·  Ann Arbor, the University of Michigan, Eastern Michigan University, W.C.C. and Huron High School offer many free, or discounted performances for students. We are lucky to live in a culturally rich environment, so take advantage!  If you have any questions about the suitability of a performance, ask one of your teachers.  When you have seen a presentation, fill out this Audience Report form, and turn it in to 
Ms. Van Appledorn. (Actually, she’ll have a box to place them inside the Humanities filing cabinet and in her classroom.) Be sure to note the number of hours that you have attended.
This assignment will appear in the music portion of your grade. Failure to attend will result in a loss of 20 points.
