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“Writing it up”

By now, you should have completed your 15 hours of community service.  As a humanities course, we feel it’s important to give back to ‘humanity’.  While 15 hours is not much, we hope it gave you the extra courage or incentive to help out.  Hopefully, you got something valuable out of your efforts! 

By April 25, you need to complete the following:

1. The Log:  This should be a list of the community service performed, the hours worked, the date the work was done, and a contact name and phone number. Be sure to have your name and seminar number on this sheet, as it should serve as the cover sheet for the project. (If the place you volunteered handed out letters, or certificates of participation, please attach them to this assignment.)

(#2 – 6 should be word processed and written in complete sentences!)

2. Give me an overview of what you did.  Who did you work for?  What kinds of people did you help? (In doing this, give a good estimate of the sex, age, race, or nationality, of the people you helped.)  Were other people helping as well?  How many?  What did you do exactly?  Did your project/s work directly or indirectly with the community members you were helping? 

3.  Give some in-depth information about the organization/s you worked with!  Can you provide some statistics? 

3. Of materials, supplies, and funding used in the setting in which you volunteered, did they come from the private sector, the public sector, or a mixture of both?
4. Describe 2 experiences that might typify your service.  This anecdote can be something positive or negative.  Perhaps it’s a conversation with someone, or a description of having to walk into an uncomfortable situation.  Did you observe something that really touched you?   (This answer should be at least 1 ½  - 2 pages, as I’m really for depth and detail in your stories!)

5. What did you get out of this experience? I’m not looking for “a right” answer here, but an honest answer.  Was it positive or negative?  Will you do this again?  Was it fun? Boring?  Was it easy to do?  Was there anything surprising about doing this?
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
